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Golf Cart Advisory Committee Meeting Minutes(Approved 3/19/19)

Chairman Taney Browder called the meeting to order.

Secretary Martha Levey called roll. Attending were Taney Browder, Chris Blythe, Martha

Levey, Ted Harrell, Paul Buchanan, Michael Taylor, Michael Ayers and Chief Tony Reese.

Michael Taylor gave the opening prayer.

Mr. Browder led the Pledge of Allegiance

The minutes from the January meeting were approved.

The agenda for the February meeting was adopted.

Old Business

a. The figure appropriated in the budget is based on projections of golf cart registrations.
Currently, there is $18,000 in the budget (‘18/’19FY) for golf cart path
improvements/expansions. If the $18,000 is not spent at the end of the fiscal year (June
30), the amount will roll over. Chief Reese is estimating about $73,000 to be collected
(in golf cart registration fees) in the calendar year of 2019. Based on that figure, $23,000
could be added to the improvement/expansion line item (after June 30) for the 2019-
2020 budget.

b. Laura Rotchford, finance director, reminded the committee that the $18,000 is not
included in the general fund and will rollover next year. She also shared that the board
must follow state requirements in soliciting bids. Reese said that once the board
approved the project, bids could be accepted. Reese expressed a concern for safety due
to Coast Guard Road being a high-traffic area. Another concern he has is being able to
keep golf carts off the bike and ped path. Michael Taylor, a member of the bike and ped
path, said he would discuss it with the bike and ped committee at their February
meeting . Suggestions were made for bollards, a drop in CGR speed limit till past Osprey
Ridge, Stripping & various signages.

c. Reese said that Josh Edmondson, town planner, and Richard Stanley, town attorney, can
be invited to a committee meeting to explain the easement agreement for Bell Cove
Shopping Center and Belle Cove Blvd. Reese said he would ask Stanley for an update on
the status on the easements and ask him to have a copy of the easement for the
committee to look at by the March committee meeting.

d. The committee is planning to make a recommendation to the board next month for the
town board to discuss at the April meeting.
