If you're new to the Community Center or visiting here in Emerald Isle, we'd
like to extend you a hearty welcome! The Emerald Isle Parks & Recreation Department offers numerous active and passive recreational opportunities for folks of all ages.

BEACH / SOUND ACCESS & PARKS
PARK HOURS ARE SUNRISE TO SUNSET
OVERNIGHT PARKING PROHIBITED

Western Ocean Regional Access (WORA): Locat-
ed 0.4 miles from the B. Cameron Langston Bridge,
between the Islander Motor Inn and Queen’s Court
Condominiums. Parking is available for 168 cars
with handicapped public beach access, two sand
volleyball courts, picnic pavilion with grills on site,
restrooms and showers. There is a $10 fee charged
for parking on Sat., Sun, and holidays during the
time period from April 1 through Sept 30 between
the hours of 7am - 4pm. Reservations are not ac-
cepted. First come, first serve. Pass not valid for re-
entry.

Eastern Ocean Regional Access (EORA): Locat-
ed 6.4 miles from the B. Cameron Langston Bridge,
between Pier Point and Ocean Reef condominiums
at 2701 Emerald Dr. Parking is available for 167
cars with public beach access, picnic area on site,
restrooms, foot bath and showers. There is a $10
fee charged for parking on Sat., Sun, and holidays
during the time period from April 1 through Sept 30
between the hours of 7am - 4pm. Reservations are
not accepted. First come, first serve. Pass not valid
for re-entry.

NC Wildlife Resources Commission Boat Launching
Facility in Emerald Isle: Located on Bogue Sound at
6800 Emerald Drive near mile marker 18 on NC 58
(adjacent to Chapel By The Sea). The facility includes
4 launching ramps and parking for 112 vehicle / trailer
combinations and a separate parking lot with 18 single
vehicle spaces. The facility is managed by the NC
Wildlife Resources Commission, and is open 24/7/365.
Thereis no fee to launch a boat.

Senator Jean Preston Memorial Park: Sound front
playground located directly adjacent to the Emerald
Isle Public Boating Access Area.

Emerald Isle Woods: Located at 9404 Coast Guard
Rd, this sound-side, 41-acre park features walking
trails and sound access, boardwalk with floating
dock to Bogue Sound, disc golf course, picnic pavil-
ion, and restrooms. Grills on site; first come first
serve.

Blue Heron Park & Tennis & Pickleball Courts-
open until 11pm: located behind the Police De-
partment, this park features 2 lighted tennis/
pickleball courts, a basketball court, picnic tables,
playground and fossil pit. The pickleball lines are
marked on the tennis courts and on the basketball
court. Use of the tennis/pickleball courts requires
reservations, which must be made in person in our
Tennis/Pickleball Court Sign-Up Book located on the
picnic table next to courts. A fee of $2 per person,
per hour must be paid in the drop box on an honor
basis for playing tennis and pickleball.

Cedar Street Park: Located at the end of Cedar
Street on the Sound Side. Parking available for 7
cars, picnic table and pier with kayak and windsurf-
ing access.

Third Street Park: Located on Ocean Drive & ac-
cessible from First & Fifth Streets. Parking available
for 12 cars with Public Beach Access.

Park Street Park: Located at the end of Park St. on
sound side. Parking available at EORA across
Emerald Dr. Kayak launching area.

Station Street Park: Located at 11001 Coast Guard ¢

Rd., near “the point.” Parking is available for 16

cars. Short walk to the beach.

Ocean Oaks Park: Located in the Ocean Oaks

subdivision off Coast Guard Rd. — a neighborhood

park with playground equipment & a grill.

Beach driving is allowed during the period from
September 15 through April 30. Beach driving is
not allowed, however, between the Thursday
before Easter weekend and the Monday that
occurs 8 days after Easter Sunday. Permits must
be obtained from Town Hall.

Dog Leg ramp-located at the end of Connie St.,
near mile marker 15-no parking is available.
Black Skimmer Rd.-located at the end of Black
Skimmer Dr., near mile marker 19 and Town Hall.
The Point Ramp-located at the end of Inlet Dr.
Beach Wheel Chairs: Beach wheelchairs for physi-

cally challenged individuals are available for check
out from Emerald Isle Fire Station #1, 7508 Emerald

Dr. from 8am-5pm, 7 days a week. Reservations are

not accepted; chairs are to be obtained in person.
